e 50 students bravely escaped, and
e 38 church worshippers in Kwara State were successfully rescued.

Your focus on restructuring security operations directly addresses this
national tragedy and reinforces the hope that future attacks will be prevented
and victims safely returned.

4. Strategic Reorientation Against Terrorism & Banditry
Your clear priority — shifting manpower and attention toward frontline
operations — sends a powerful message that Nigeria is taking a more
aggressive, coordinated stance against terrorism and banditry.
By empowering the police, restoring their core functions, and reducing VIP
dependence, you are strengthening the national resolve to defeat violent
extremism.
